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Contract for 2008 Summer Musical
The Twin Valley Players is a nonprofit educational institution dedicated to the promotion of the dramatic arts and the arts of literature, painting, sculpture, music, and the dance, and to promote the patronage of these arts.  We are organized under the 501(c)(3) code of the Internal Revenue Service.

Since 1970, we have organized summer musical productions.   This year we will have the use of the Halifax High School stage and auditorium for our production.  This year’s show dates are as follows: July 25, 26, 27, 31 and August 1, 2. All show times are at 7:30 P.M. except July 27, which will be a 2:00, Sunday matinee show.  All participants in the production of the show will have access to the following areas of the school: Band room, lobby area, restroom facilities, dressing room areas, set construction area, or any areas adjacent to the auditorium area that could be used for these purposes.  In addition you will have use of props, scripts, sets, costumes, and equipment including lighting, sound, spotlight, music, etc. during the run of this show.

All participants in this show will be scheduled by the staff in charge of their area of the show and will be expected to attend all rehearsals and shows except as permitted by the staff member in charge. All participants will be expected to help strike the sets and clean up on Sunday August 3. Any scripts or musical scores that you are given must be returned by the closing date of the show in their original condition with any markings removed or their costs for rental or replacement will be charged to the participant.  Due to the time and expense required to provide opportunities to participate in our productions, it is expected that each participant will give his or her full cooperation during each scheduled session until the completion of the show.   The Board of Directors of the Twin Valley Players will have the final decision for every aspect of the show and will take charge of any area or situation of the show it deems necessary to complete the show to the expectations of the Board.  Please remember our audience comes to see a professional show and it is expected that everyone will act as a professional would during the complete run of the show.

As in any undertaking of this kind, there are rules that each participant must obey. Because there can always be a situation that has not been placed in writing, the Board will have the final say on what happens to resolve the situation. The following is a list of rules for each participant to follow:


  1.  All illegal activities are strictly prohibited and will be reported to the proper authorities. 

  2.  Possession and/or use of weapons, tobacco, alcohol and/or drugs in any form are strictly prohibited.



  3.  Destruction or defacing of any property is prohibited.

 
  4.  Profanity, obscenity and immoral suggestions will not be tolerated.


  5.  Leaving the auditorium or assigned areas to go into any other area of the School is prohibited.


  6.  Food and drinks are not allowed in the auditorium, gyms, or classrooms.


  7.  Scenery, signs, etc. may not be attached to the floors or walls by means of nails, screws, etc.


  8.  No participant is allowed in the School without a member of the TVP Board present.

  9.  Act as a professional and treat others as professionals.


10.  Common sense will always apply.

As a participant selected, I have read the above information and promise to follow any rule as set forth during the time of rehearsals and shows. I know there are many possible dangerous situations that can arise during the run of the show and I agree to follow all instructions given so as to keep me out of harm’s way. I also give permission to TVP to use my name, photos and other show related items for the promotion of this show on any present or future TVP media related materials or website. In the event of any accident, injury or any other event out of which any claim, threats of litigation or litigation may arise in which the TVP or their Board or the School District may be named a participant or party, I hereby agree that it shall indemnify and hold harmless TVP and their Board as well as the School District from any and all claims, threats of litigation and litigation, agreeing hereby to be solely responsible for payment of any damages arising there from and agreeing also to pay all costs, including attorneys’ fees, which may be incurred by either TVP and their Board or School District in responding to or defending against any claim, threats of litigation or litigation.

The Board of the Twin Valley Players has read the regulations concerning rental of School facilities of the School District, and will take full responsibility to uphold these regulations.
